The feature describing the conceptualized phenomenon
from the point of view of gender lies in the nuclear zone. The features describing the conceptualized phenomenon from
the point of view of psychophysiology, kinship and activity lie in the zone of close periphery. The features describing

the conceptualized phenomenon from the point of view of time span are found inthe zone of far periphery.
